Re:  RC Tech Outreach  (Renewed Computer Technology), (www.rcto.ca)
The Toronto District School Board initiative in the RCTech Outreach program, strives to provide individuals with the tools that will enable them to achieve their highest potential in the global knowledge-based economy.
As a pilot program, RCTech Outreach enables low income learners to access affordable quality, refurbished computers and computer setup training for $60.00 + HST.  It aims to put quality computers into the hands of individuals and their families to:
· Increase knowledge and ability to use computers

· Provide tools to those furthering their education

· Enhance individual capacity to pursue career goals.

Approved applicants must complete computer setup training prior to receiving their computer. Additional training materials in the form of a free digital literacy curriculum will be installed on each computer system. Together, these tools enable RCTech OUTREACH participants to enhance their general computer knowledge as well as allow them to learn at their own pace.

In order to qualify for RCTech OUTREACH, applicants must meet the following criteria:

· Must be a resident of Ontario 

· Must meet current Low Income Cut-off (LICO) standards 

· Must be enrolled in a skills development, learning or academic program 

Acceptable forms of proof of income:
· Most recent proof of financial assistance from Ontario Works (OW) 

· Most recent proof of financial assistance from Ontario Disability Support Program (ODSP) 

· Most recent proof of financial assistance from Employment Insurance in the form of a benefit statement 

· Current Notice of Assessment prepared by Revenue Canada. (If you do not have a Notice of Assessment, you can obtain one by contacting the Canada Revenue Agency Note: Notice of Assessment is different than a T-4 

· Current OSAP statement of funding 

How to Apply

Apply at:  www.rcto.ca  Eligible individuals are invited to submit an online application and may be qualified to receive a quality refurbished computer and computer setup training.  If students at George S. Henry Academy want to apply, they are welcome to use a computer at the school and get help from Ms. Prekajski, Assistant Curriculum Leader, Information Technology in room 112B.
All students must go onto the RCT website and complete an Outreach application using our group order code 89633AF6.  Start date for applications is November 30, 2011 and the opportunity will end on January 11, 2012.  
RCT will instruct applicants to give a copy of the proof of income and a copy of the applicant's George S. Henry Academy student card to the school’s main contact, Ms. Prekajski.
RCT will accept payments from students on-line OR by credit card over the phone.  A certified cheque or Canada Post money order, made payable to Renewed Computer Technology and given to Ms. Prekajski, will be acceptable if an on-line payment or credit card is not available.
Once an individual’s application is processed and they qualify for the RCTech OUTREACH program, the delivery date will be dictated by the number of computers ordered.  Generally, for small to mid orders (20 to 100 computers), delivery is two to four weeks.  If there are over 100 computers ordered, then delivery will take between four to six weeks. Delivery will be organized by George S. Henry Academy staff.   
One computer, per family, per household is allowed.                                                           Applicants may be qualified once every two years.
